School Supplies

The following two items are required from
the first day of school.

Smocks

Smocks are available from the school at a
cost of $25.00 (Primary) and $20.00
PrePrimary. This is a very important part
of the school philosophy, and we suggest
you get at least two smocks per child.
Your child is expected to have a clean
smock every day. We will be sending
them home for laundry every Friday and
sometimes midweek if they are dirty.
Smocks must return to school on Monday.
These will be available for purchase on
the first day of school. However, if you
would like them earlier, the staff is in
school on August 14th, 15th and 16t and
you could pick them up from the school
office on those days.

Please put your child’s name on the
smock as they sometimes get mixed up.
